Subject: Consider Authorization for the Purchase of a Replacement Vehicle 

for the Fire Prevention Bureau 

DISCUSSION: 
In September the Board authorized a purchase of a new(used) command pickup to 
replace the Fire Prevention Bureau’s assigned vehicle.  Staff is still in the process of 
acquiring a pickup, however this process is taking longer than expected given that there 
is a limited supply of pickups available.    
The Prevention Team has been using the F-350 and the F-250 pickups, both of which 
are emergency vehicles, and one had previously been assigned to the Arcata Station.  
There has been an increase in incidents that require the on duty crews to respond in a 
pickup for difficult to access driveways in the Bayside area.  Crews are requesting that a 
pickup be reassigned to the Arcata Station.  Staff’s overall goal is to keep a pickup 
(emergency vehicle) at each station for crews to cross staff as needed.  Additionally, 
the Prevention Team has indicated that maneuvering and parking a full size pick up to 
conduct apartment inspection is difficult task, to say nothing of the inefficient fuel 
economy the pickup’s get for the prevention tasks.   
Given the current situation, Staff would like to move ahead with acquiring a small 
vehicle for a permanent replacement to the Impala for the Prevention Bureau.  Ideally 
the vehicle would be electric, hybrid, or very fuel efficient economy car and would not be 
outfitted as an emergency response vehicle.  Staff is asking that the Board approve a 
not to exceed $25,000 limit on a purchase of a prevention bureau vehicle.   
Funding for this vehicle would be taken from the vehicle replacement fund. 
RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends the Board consider the information provided, take public comment, 
discuss, and approve a replacement vehicle for the Prevention Bureau with a not to 
exceed $25,000 limit.

Background 
The Board adopted the Board of Directors’ Policy and Procedures Manual in the form of 
Resolution 17-169.  Article 4, Section 4.1 states,  

“The Board shall hold annual elections at its December meeting for President 
and Vice President. The terms for President and Vice President shall commence 
on first day of January and end on the thirty-first day of December. The President 
and Vice President shall be elected for a one-year term with no officer serving 
more than two consecutive terms in any one position.” 

This section also states, 
“In extraordinary situations, the Board may extend the limit on consecutive terms 
for an officer from two years to three years by a “super- majority” vote of the 
Board.” 

In 2018, the Board recommended that the President and Vice president positions be 
filled through a standard rotation.  With Directors Mendosa and Johnson previously 
holding the position, this would place Director Maynor in next position for President.  
Given that this will be Director Rosen’s last meeting, the next up for Vice-President’s 
position would be Director Loudenslager.   
Recommendation 
Staff recommends the Board nominate and approve Directors Maynor and 
Loudenslager as President and Vice-President, respectively, for the 2023 calendar year.

Subject: Consider Authorizing the District to Open a Liquidity Fund Account 

with CalTRUST 

Background 
As the Board is aware, staff has had difficulty with receiving funds from the County 
Treasury accounts in a timely manner.  Moreover, it has been next to impossible to 
receive accurate accounting on interest earnings and dollar amounts in the County 
herald accounts.  The District’s last report on interest earnings shows the County 
earned less than 1% on our cash held in their management.   
Staff has found an alternative to holding our funds with the County.  CalTRUST is a 
California public agency that is a JPA made up of other California public agencies.  
Their sole purpose is to manage other public agencies investments.  CalTRUST is a 
viable alternative to holding District funds in the County Treasury.  It should be noted 
that CalTRUST is required to follow the California investment code that the County and 
District follow.  To participate, there is no minimum or maximum amount to invest, no 
limit to transaction allowance and transaction requests will be processed in less than 
one day. Additionally, there are no fees associated with investing, and the District does 
not need to be a member of the JPA to invest with CalTRUST. 
Staff has reached out to the District’s financial advisor, Andrew Flynn with CalMuni 
Advisors, who agrees that this is a viable option for the District to hold the bulk of its 
revenue.   
Staff has researched the risks of investing and found that the risks associated with our 
money held in the County treasury are the same risk factors as the CalTRUST Liquidity 
Fund.  If the Board, at a later date, was interested in other CalTRUST investment funds, 
there are the normal associated risks (losing money) with underperforming investments.  
Staff will make a separate proposal following this business item to discuss and request 
authorization on moving specific funds if the Board choses to utilize the services of 
CalTRUST.   
Recommendation 
Staff recommends the Board consider the information provided, discuss, take public 
comment, and authorize the following:  

1. Arcata Fire District to become a CalTRUST participant and complete the
Program Registration Form and Participation Agreement.

2. Authorize the Fire Chief as the Signatory Authorized to Establish a Liquidity
Account in the CalTRUST Program

3. Authorize the Fire Chief as the Primary Authorized Representative for the District
4. Authorize the following to act as Trustee/Fiduciary signatories to the account:

a. Chief Justin McDonald, Primary Contact
b. Assistant Chief Chris Emmons, Additional Representative
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c. Business Manager Becky Schuette, Secondary Contact
d. Board Director Nicole Johnson, Additional Representative

5. Authorize the Business Manager to complete the required forms, obtain
signatures and deliver said documents to CalTRUST as required.
